The Sustainable Sites Initiative (SSI) — led by the American
Society of Landscape Architects, U.S. Botanic Garden and
Ladybird Johnson Wildflower Center — released guidelines
that call for a 50 percent reduction of potable water used for
landscape irrigation. The Irrigation Association is also
working with SSI representatives to develop a consistent,

science-based approach on effective use of water resources
— determining those that have a positive impact for the
environment and irrigation industry.

Guidelines and Performance Benchmarks 2009 is
expected to complement the U.S. Green Building Council’s
LEED program.
